Leadership Green Sheet

Class objective-Students will have the opportunity to develop leadership skills through a variety of experiences including planning and evaluating events, attending field trips, listening to guest speakers, organizing schedules, completing a personal evaluation, and engaging in community service activities.
Class description-Students in this class will have a variety of levels of experience in leadership.  Students will be assigned to a team and responsible for putting on at least one related event per trimester and two-week job assignments.  In addition, individuals can take on any special project in which they are interested.  Students are encouraged to assist other committees when needed.  Each student will be required to perform at least eight additional (out-of class) activity hours and three community service hours.

This is a year-long exploratory.  There will be grade checks and students that are underperforming in any class(es) will have mandatory study hall during the leadership class.  Grades are broken down into the following categories

Classwork-Various in-class and short-term assignments such as reading responses and group



assignments (35%)

Projects-Activity Time Sheet, Community Service Project and additional long-term


assignments (50%) 


Participation-Weekly time sheet, weekly work crew, overall participation (15%)
Requirements-Listed below are the assignments and requirements for the final grade.  Students will receive a zero for any assignments that are not turned in.

· Daily Activity Sheet-This is a daily record of plans and accomplishments for each day.  It is intended to keep the classroom time focused on a specific set of activities.  This will be filled out and collected every two weeks and will include a job analysis. 5 points 
· Activity Time Sheet-This sheet (blue) is a recording sheet for your eight out-of-class hours.  You can turn it in when you have completed the time commitment or by the last week of the trimester.  10 points total.

· Community Service Project-This entire form must be completed and turned in, along with a 1-2 page write-up, by the last week of the trimester.  10 points total
· Various Leadership related assignments.  Points will vary according to assignment 5-10 points
· Activity Participation Points-Individuals will receive subjective points according to their level of participation in their committee’s activity.  10 points total
· Overall Participation Points-Individuals will receive subjective points according to their level of participation and daily behavior during class.  10 points total
